· Ports of Refuge for stricken or disabled vessels and survey requirements
· Time required for surveys to be applied to the charts
· Surveying requirements for Alaska vs. the rest of the United States
· Inshore survey limits of NOAA.

Session:  Arctic Emerging Priorities 
Possible Topics:
· Survey priorities for shipping, tug and tow traffic, and oil and gas 
· Deep water vs. shallow water surveying in the arctic. 
· Arctic Marine Safety and differing requirements from that of rest of the U.S.
· Arctic Marine Infrastructure

Session:  Alaska Geospatial Framework 
Possible Topics:
· Geodetic Control network and the robust nature along the pipeline and not anywhere else.
· Use of V-datum in Alaska
· Grav-D gravity based vertical datum accurate to 2 cm throughout Alaska
· CORS data to improve precision of positions 

Session:  Alaska Tides & Currents
Possible Topics:
· Local Tidal Datums for more communities with published MLLW and MHW on Benchmarks.
· Minimum observation time required for tidal predictions in Alaska, specifically Western AK.  
· Where did our predictions go after the November 2011 storm?
· Shortage of real-time water level stations throughout Alaska.  Where do you need them?
· accuracy in tide & currents data
